You can often catch him
taletelling to his own
children about the current
situation of the Homeless
and Hungry. It is not
uncommon for the junior
Lallouzes to reach into
their child sized pockets,
in order to share some
spare change with the
needy. In fact Lallouz’s
children encourage one
another of benevolent
continuity, and all that it
represents.

With a McGill
University background in
Theater, Cinema and the
Arts, Lallouz’ global
travels have enabled him
to live in several European
countries, hence allowing
him to work on
humanitarian documentary
assignments, theatrical
events and freelance
artistic endeavors.

Lallouz himself, has seen
the detriment which
overruns our world today.
